In The News

More information from the Williams Institute Michigan Study:

Same-Sex Couples Are Raising Children In Michigan:

» Approximately 18% of same-sex couples in Michigan are raising children under the age of 18.

« Asof 2005, an estimated 7,800 of Michigan’s children are living in households headed by same-
sex couples.

» In Michigan, married and same-sex couples with children under 18 in the home have, on average,
2 children

» Roughly 1.6% of Michigan’s adopted children live with a lesbian or gay parent

» Same-sex parents have fewer financial resources to support their children than married parents.
The median household income of same-sex couples with children is $48,900 or 25% lower than
that of married parents ($65,000). The average household income of same-sex couples with
children is $58,578, significantly less than $77,447 for married parents.



«  While 51% of same-sex couples with children own a home, a much larger percent of married
parents (87%) own a home.

Conclusion:

Census data provide valuable information about gay and lesbian couples in Michigan. While in

many respects Michigan’s same-sex couples look like married couples, on average, they have fewer

resources to provide for their families.
